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Students should complete their application form
indicating their initial subject preferences and reserve
choices. All students who apply for a place at the
Norbury High Sixth Form are then invited to interview
and their subject preferences will shape our final
curriculum offer. Subjects will then be arranged into
option blocks based on student preferences in order
to satisfy the needs of the majority of students.

Students without a 9-4 grade in Maths and English
GCSE will be required to attend retake classes in
these subjects.

Sixth form students have access to a wide variety of
enrichment activities. All year 12 students will take
part in a team building day to build a sense of
teamwork and co-operation. Students will also have
opportunities to visit universities and businesses as
well as being able to take part in subject specific
visits. Numerous clubs and activities outside of the
classroom are also available to the students and
include the Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme and
the Debating Club.

We are part of a number of 1st Generation Widening
Participation programmes and this supports our sixth
form students to access top flight universities,

industry insight days, work experience in top firms
and dedicated university Open Days.

This is compulsory throughout the sixth form
programme of study. Students will spend time with
their form tutors following a programme of study
which includes topics as varied as study skills, careers
guidance and the UCAS process.
